2020 was a year of turbulence and challenges for the Armenian
people with the Covid Pandemic, clashes in Tavush, the destructive
blast in Beirut and the devastating 44-day-war. The year was also
unprecedented for the Hayastan All Armenian Fund, which while
staying true to its mission, made a significant contribution to overcome
these challenges. This unique network of partners initiated a number
of fundraising campaigns throughout the year, raising more than
100 billion AMD. Thanks to the funds raised, numerous vital projects
in Healthcare, Social Welfare, Infrastructure Development, Culture
and Education were implemented in Armenia, Artsakh, as well as in
Armenian communities in Lebanon and Syria.

The purpose-built online system used during the fundraising
campaigns not only supported significant donations from over 100
countries around the world but ensured that all these transactions
were open and transparent. The participation of more than 700,000
donors in the “We Are Our Borders” global fundraising campaign
from the first day of the 44-day war was unprecedented. During this
reporting period, the Fund received and distributed more than 200
tons of humanitarian aid from Armenian communities around the
world, which helped alleviate the urgent social and healthcare issues
of those impacted by the war. The Fund also undertook the provision
of state-of-the-art prosthetics for those injured during the war as well
as continued assistance to thousands of displaced families.
Committed to its mission of supporting all Armenians around the
world, the Fund provided large-scale assistance to Armenian schools
in Lebanon and Syria, as well as to the community in Syria affected
by COVID-19. Additionally, substantial support was provided to both
Armenia and Artsakh in the fight against the Pandemic.

The expansion of the Fund’s network from South America to a number
of European countries, from the Russian Federation to Southeast Asia
was a significant step toward a truly global Armenian network. The
unprecedented rate of participation was indeed inspiring, with all
citizens of the Republic of Armenia, from children to pensioners, from
businesses to individuals contributing to the “We Are Our Borders”
campaign.
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2020 was avibrant example of consolidating the potential of the global
Armenian network and was exceptional in the 28-year history of the
Fund. Therefore, | would like to thank each and every donor, partner
organizations, as well as the staff of the Fund for their dedication and
support.

The devastating explosion in
Beirut in August 2020 coupled
with the ongoing economic
crisis and the Pandemic, left
our compatriots struggling
to survive. To support the
Armenian community, the Fund
initiated the “Urgent Support
for Lebanese Armenians’
fundraising campaign between
August 6th and September 8th
2020 raising a total of $421,480.
$297,710 was initially allocated to
17 Armenian schools in Lebanon
to cover the salaries of 650
teachers for the Ist quarter of the
2020-2021 academic year with a
further $118,858 transferred later
for the same purpose.

The physical and psychological
rehabilitation of  wounded
servicemen has been the Fund’s
top priority since the end of the
war with a pledge to cover all
expenses for both upper and
lower limb prosthetics of those
injured during the 44 days of the
war.

During the height of the
war, it became clear that our
servicemen would require
the best available care for
their wounds. In October of
2020 negotiations began with
renowned prosthetics suppliers
in Europe with the support
of the Fund’'s Dutch affiliate.
As a result, a state-of-the-art
prosthetics and gait laboratory
was set up at the Homeland
Defenders’ Rehabilitation
Center made possible thanks to
the united efforts of Armenians
from around the world. Dutch
experts have also spent months
at the Center to not only train
their Armenian counterparts
but to work with each individual
beneficiary to ensure that their
quality of life is not impacted by
their injury.

As the psychological
rehabilitation of our servicemen
is no less important than their
physical wellbeing, the Fund
has also provided psychological
support to those who served
during the war as well as their
families and the families of those
deceased and missing, through
the work of professionals in the
field.

Since October 2020, Armenia
has continued to receive large-
scale humanitarian assistance
from the Diaspora facilitated by
the Hayastan All Armenian Fund.
To date, approximately 200
tons of humanitarian aid has
been received from Armenian
communities in the US, France,
Belgium, Germany, the UK, the
Netherlands, and many more.
This aid has included modern
medical equipment, first aid
supplies, wound treatment Kits,
warm winter clothes, shoes,
sleeping bags, tents, hospital
beds, food, gift packages for
schoolchildren in Artsakh etc.
To ensure the swift and efficient
delivery of aid to those most
in need during the state of
emergency, the Hayastan
